Program Notes 

 

“Theme and Variations” - Timothy Broege 

The theme of ―Theme and Variations‖ has a 
somber character resembling some of the ethnic 
melodies collected in eastern Europe during the 
early years of the twentieth century. The theme 
is eight measures long and is divided into two 
symmetrical halves, which are in turn divided 
into two-measure units that form a call-and-
response pattern. Melodically, the theme takes 
all its pitches from the diatonic minor scale (the 
white notes of the piano keyboard starting on 
the note, D).  

―Theme and Variations‖ was composed during November and De-
cember of 1993 especially for the North Courtland School Band of 
East Stroudsburg, Pennsylvania, Melodie A. Shamp, director. The 
first performance was played by the North Courtland School Band 
on March 8, 1994 conducted by the composer. 

 

“Clouds” - Anne McGinty 

―Clouds‖ is an original composition based on the imagery of differ-
ent cloud forms. The first section depicts cirrus clouds, the white 
delicate clouds usually found at high altitudes, and is played by the 
upper winds. Thunderclouds begin at measure 23 and the accents 
and tone clusters are used 
to symbolize the increasing 
electricity associated with 
these thunder and lighten-
ing producing clouds. 
Eventually the sun comes 
out and the sky has the 
rounded cumulus clouds 
that gracefully float away.

Program Notes 
 

“Whirlwind” - Jodie Blackshaw 

A number of unusual musical devices are used in 
Whirlwind, which distinguish it from other young 
band repertoire. The use of soundscape sections at 
the beginning and end of the piece introduce stu-
dents to cueing from a conductor, free time, and an 
increased aural awareness of other players’ contribu-
tions to the work.  

Through its simple structural concepts such as using 
only four notes and a repeated melody in unison or 
loosely canonically, the work encourages the young 
player to focus not on pitch and harmony, but rather, on sound, tone 
color, form and expression. 

The theatrical nature created by the soundscapes and the unusual 
percussion — handmade waterglass and rattle instruments, whirling 
tubes — allows each student to listen, watch and contribute in order 
to understand what’s happening. As a result, each student gains a 
sense of empowerment through belonging; the reason for playing in 
band.

“Atlantis” - Anne McGinty 

―Atlantis‖ was written to demonstrate the con-
temporary compositional techniques accessible 
to the very young band. Polychords, modal 
harmonies, imitation, and a driving, independ-
ent percussion part all used within a basic and 
simple rhythmic framework.

We are so excited to begin a new commission with another              
world-renown composer!!  Brian Balmages is a sought after               
composer and educator. He will begin composing music for                 
our current 7th grade band in a few weeks. The 7th grade band has been 
studying music from a variety of styles and genres. With this information 
the band has decided to ask  Mr. Balmages to write a programmatic style 
(music to represent a story, place, person or thing).  Each student was 
asked to research a historic person, place, thing or event that might in-
spire Mr. Balmage’s new work for us.  

The band members came up with many amazing ideas. We will share 
with you the band’s top 12 favorite ideas that will be sent to Mr. Balma-
ges this next week for his consideration.  

In a few days we will make a conference call to composer Balmages so 
the students can ask him some questions about the creative process. 
When Mr. Balmages finishes the music (January or February) we will be-
gin preparing the music for the world premiere performance which will 
take place at our Spring Band Concert in the High School Performing 
Arts Center (PAC) on Tuesday, May 15 at 7:00 PM.  Composer Balmages 
will come to our school on May 14 to work with our band students.  He 
will also conduct the premiere of the new music on the 15th.
